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The connection model between keywords and

information field in finger reading experiments

We provide more evidence to illustrate the relationship between the personal
ability or cultural background of the children with the extraordinary human ability
and the abnormal scene they visualized in their brain during the finger reading
experiments. The cognition ability of their third eye behaves like a browser used in
the Internet. The brain with higher function represents a newer version of the browser
and is able to get more information and vice versa. For those children with lower
functional brain, they could not see abnormal scene (information web page) even
when they touched the keyword like ({95 | (Buddha); however, they did see abnormal
scene when they touched the sacred names such as [ Z2ffif# ] (Medicine Master
Buddha) and [F[58FEM5 ] (Amita Buddha). These results indicated that certain spe-
cial information web pages could be accessed by different version of browsers, old or
new. We also discovered that the top/down of left/right arrangement of certain two-
letter keywords such as [~C%k ] (Manjusri) will affect the appearance of abnormal
scene, suggesting that personal reading and writing habit might participate in the
brain recognition process.

We also discovered that the translation of sacred words to other language tended
to weaken the connection between the keywords and the information web page. For
instance, when [#13% | (Bodhisattva of great compassion) was written in traditional
Chinese, the gifted person saw bright screen in her brain without any word on it.
When the word was written in simplified Chinese, the word sometimes appeared on
the screen and was encircled by light. When the names of the prophets in Old Testa-
ment were written in English and then were tested, these names appeared on the screen
and were encircled by light. These results suggested that when the original Hebrew
names were translated into English, the connection between the prophetic names and
the corresponding information web page was weakened. When the sacred words were

distorted or altered slightly, the unusual scene visualized in the screen becomes "an

array of characters far away ", and were blurred justTike seeing a miountain atradistance:
This result indicated that as the distortion of the sacred words became greater, the
original bright light or unusual scene seen on the screen changed to an array of char-
acters at a distance. After that, all unusual scenes disappeared, and the target words
appeared distinctly on the screen.

From the accumulated evidences, it can be concluded that the structure of the
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information field is extremely similar to the Internet world in which different Buddha,
Bodhisattvas or prophets have their own web pages in the information field with
their names being the internet addresses which can be clicked to access through fin-
ger reading. The brain of gifted person behaves like an Internet browser with differ-
ent levels of sophistication representing different versions of the browsers and dif-
ferent abilities to connect to the web pages. The degree of distortion and the type of
language determine the smoothness of the channel connecting the Internet address
and the web page.
